- Valparaiso is coming off of a 23-12 season, the fifth straight season the Crusaders have won at least 20 contests.

- The Crusaders finished tied for second in the Mid-Continent Conference, marking the sixth consecutive year that Valpo
has finished in second place or better in league play.

- Valpo won in-season tournaments last year at UIC’s Chicagoland Classic, Western Carolina’s Catamount Clash V Tour-
nament and Miami’s Thanksgiving Invitational, the first time a Crusader squad has won three in-season tournaments in the
same season.

- Head coach Carin Avery owns a 126-43 (.746) record in her five years at the helm of the Crusader program, which ranks
her among the top-20 active Division I coaches in terms of winning percentage.

- The Crusaders have been nearly unbeatable at home over the past five seasons, owning a 51-7 (.879) mark at the friendly
confines of the Athletics-Recreation Center since the start of the 2002 season.

- Sophomore Angie Porché became the first freshman in 14 years to lead Valparaiso in the kills department last season.
The 2006 Mid-Con Freshman of the Year and First Team All-Conference honoree tallied 480 kills on the season, third-best
in Crusader history.

- Senior Nicole Schulz broke out in a big way last year, setting a new single-season Crusader record with a .334 hitting
percentage.  The Second Team All Mid-Con recipient also moved into seventh in Valpo history with 443 kills, including a
Valpo single-match record 32 against Western Illinois in the Mid-Con Tournament.

- Junior Brittany (Marks) Malicoat paced the Crusaders in digs in each of their 35 matches in 2006, helping her to
establish a new single-season digs record with 675.  Malicoat, who earned Second Team All Mid-Con honors, has now led
Valpo in the digs category in 42 consecutive matches dating back to the 2005 campaign.
