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Two Grants to Boost Chinese Studies 
 
Valparaiso University was the recipient of two recent grants. 
The first grant of $24,830 was from AsiaNetwork. It will fund 
Dr. Lin (faculty mentor) and four VU students - Bethany Birch, 
06’ Carl Boschert, 07’ Stanley Chiu, 06’ and Laura Van’t 
Land, 06’ - to conduct three-weeks of research in China on 
Chinese perceptions of the rise of China and its impact on the 
US. The second grant of $76,178 is from the US Department 
of Education. Under this grant (Fulbright-Hays Group Projects 
Abroad Program), VU will launch a seven-week total 
immersion program in Hangzhou to help train students who 
have taken at least two years of college Chinese and K-12 
teachers who are currently teaching or planning to teach 
Chinese.

This seminar is open to both graduate and undergraduate 
students and will examine key public policies on issue such as 
education, employment, income, housing, and health care in 
China . 
 
HIST 393EV: History through Film: Asia

This exciting new course will use cinema to expose students to 
the history of China and Japan as depicted by such well-
known Asian directors as Juzo Itami, Akira Kurosawa, Chen 
Kiage, and Zhang Yimou in addition to some less celebrated 
filmmakers. Films will run the gamut from sweeping war 
epics to off-beat comedy to brooding film noire. Through film 
we will gain a better understanding of how Asians view and 
present their own history. We will observe the different uses to 
which film can be put: political or nationalist propaganda, 
social criticism, historical revision, and, of course, 
entertainment. Students will observe the way in which film 
enhances or distorts historical insight and hone their skills as 
critics of cinematography, interpreters of history, and readers 
of subtitles!

2006 Summer Immersion Program in China 
June 26 - August 13, 2006  

 
What:  This seven-week total immersion program is 
designed to allow participants, through a rigorous curriculum 
that combines intensive, advance language training in a 
Chinese-only environment with an internship experience 
conducted primarily in Chinese, to achieve an operational 
level of proficiency in Chinese and a better understanding of 
Chinese culture.  
 
Who Can Apply: US College students (undergraduate, 
graduating seniors, graduate students) who have successfully 
completed at least two-years of college-level Chinese OR K-
12 educators who are currently teaching or will be teaching 
Chinese. 
 
Curriculum: Four weeks of intensive Chinese language 
training including daily drills, small classes, one-on-one 
tutoring, intensive reading periods and numerous group 
activities designed to integrate Chinese language learning 
through interacting with the local community and three 
weeks, 100 contact hours of internships at select local 
institutions. 
 
Cost: The program provides travel assistance of up to 
$1,000.00 per person, free room and board, textbooks and 
training stipend for K-12 educators ($1,200 per person). The 
participants pay tuition ($1,200). 
 
Enrollment: Maximum 20 college under/graduate students 
and 6 K-12 educators
