More Grants to Boost Chinese Studies 
 
Valparaiso University once again received two grants in recent 
weeks that will help boost Chinese studies. AsiaNetwork made 
an award to Dr. Jonathan Schoer (Chemistry) and three VU 
students, Jeff Field, ‘08, Sarah Mohlman, ‘07, and Shelly 
Schmeltz, ‘07. The grant will allow the VU team to spend 
three weeks this summer in China doing research on water 
quality in cooperation with researchers from Zhejiang 
University. It is rare for a science project to receiving funding 
from the AsiaNetwork. Congratulations to all four! 
 
The US Department of Education awarded VU’s Office of 
Graduate Studies and Chinese and Japanese Studies Program 
$76,000 to offer a four-week China-based immersion program 
to approximately 20 K-12 teachers, administrators, and college 
students (both graduate and undergraduate) majoring in 
education so that they will be able to able to integrate Chinese 
language and China area studies into K-12 curriculum. The 
program will run from June 25 to July 23, 2007.  This is the 
second year in a row that VU has received the Fulbright-Hays 
Group Project Abroad Program grant. In 2006, 32 US colleges 
received the grants, and VU was one of five colleges that 
would use the grant to focus on study in Asia. Using this 
year’s grant, the educators from Indiana, Illinois, and other 
states will study Chinese language, immerse themselves in 
Chinese culture, and search for effective pedagogy and 
materials to improve and expand teaching of Chinese in K-12 
schools.  The deadline to apply for the 2007 Educator Summer 
Immersion Program is May 10, 2007. Participants of the 
Program will receive a $1,100 travel grant. The Program fee is 
$800 per person. It covers room and board, instruction 
materials, all local travel, and visa fees. If you are interested, 
please contact Jamie Haney (Jamie.haney@valpo.edu) 
immediately as space is limited.

2007 Summer Advance Chinese 
Immersion Program in Hangzhou, China 

June 25 - August 10, 2007  
 

What:  The program is designed to ready participants for 
fourth-year Chinese and above or its equivalent offered in 
US colleges. The program features intense, personalized 
instruction, and integration of language learning with 
immersion in local culture and life. 
 
Curriculum: The 2007 SIP is divided into two phases. 
Phase One runs from May 28 through June 22. This four-
week section is ideal for participants who have taken two 
years of college Chinese or its equivalent and who need to 
solidify their language skills before taking on more advanced 
study offered in the next phase.
