· All awards are based on achievements accomplished in the 

2010 calendar year (Spring 2010 & Fall 2010).
· The style of the entry should be documentation of what has taken place.
· Neatness, clarity and organization will be determining

factors.

List of Awards 

1. Advisor of the Year Award 

This award recognizes a special chapter/faculty advisor for their support and dedication.

2. Outstanding Philanthropy/Community Service Award/Outstanding Individual Community Service Award
This award is presented to the fraternity and sorority who has demonstrated a strong commitment to philanthropic work within the Valparaiso community and beyond.

3. Outstanding Campus Involvement Award

This award is presented to the fraternity and sorority who show a strong and continuous commitment to the enhancement of the University community through involvement.

4. Outstanding Chapter Programming Award

This award is presented to the fraternity and sorority who has the most outstanding chapter programming at Valparaiso University.

5. Outstanding Public Relations Award

This award is presented to the fraternity and sorority who have made a concerted effort to positively promote their chapter and the Valparaiso University Greek community.

6. New Member of the Year Award

This award acknowledges the contributions of a new fraternity and sorority member (Spring 2010 or Fall 2010) who has given his/her time, energy, and commitment to improving the Valparaiso University Greek community. Each chapter may nominate one person.

7. President of the Year Award

This award is presented to the fraternity and sorority president who has given his/her time, energy, and commitment to improving their chapter and the Valparaiso University Greek community.

8. Greek Man/Woman of the Year Award (Kyle James Carson & Dean Dolores Ruosch)

This award is presented to a fraternity member and a sorority member who has: served as a positive role model in their respective community; excelled in the areas of leadership, scholarship, teamwork, and balance; worked for both positive change and progression as well as maintenance of tradition; promoted through their time and energy, the Greek community of Valparaiso University. Each chapter may nominate up to two members, who do not qualify for the New Member of the Year Award.
9. President’s Award of Excellence/Achievement

This is the highest chapter recognition awarded. This award recognizes the fraternity and sorority chapter that excels in scholarship, social responsibility, campus involvement and university relations, community service and philanthropy, alumni/ae relations, and member education.
