The Guild realizes that a student’s academic experience at Valparaiso University can be strengthened and further enhanced with the addition of new technology, experiences and resources.  The Guild feels it can make a difference by funding these needs when the University’s budget is unable. 

 

Since 1931 the Guild has allocated more than $225,000 in grant funds.  As such, the Guild is again prepared to offer its Guild Campus Gift Grant program in 2010.  All student organizations and campus departments are encouraged to apply for available funds up to $5,000. The proposals will be reviewed during the summer months and the funds will be allocated in October 2010.

 

The application form for the Guild Campus Gift Grant is attached and available on the Guild website: valpo.edu/guild/grant.  The proposal form must be complete in full and detail how the experience of Valparaiso University students will be enhanced by receiving a grant.  The Guild asks that grant proposal requests be returned to the Guild office (115 Loke Hall) or sent by email to Guild@valpo.edu by 5:00 pm. Monday, March 29. LATE GRANT PROPOSALS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. A list of the Guild Campus Gift Grant guidelines is included as a reference.

2010 Guild Campus Gift Grants
Criteria for submission of grant proposals: 
· Proposals with a significant campus impact and direct benefit to multiple students are preferred in order to comply with the Valparaiso University Guild’s mission to enhance the student experience while exemplifying the University’s ideals of scholarship, freedom and faith.
· Grant applications from national organizations with a Valparaiso University chapter must demonstrate how the grant will enhance the experience of all Valpo students rather than support the mission of the national organization.
· Grant requests must be consistent with the University’s strategic plan and approved by any necessary campus authorities.

· Grant requests must be within a range of $500 minimum to $5,000 maximum. Applicants may agree to accept partial funding (for example, the proposal may request five $1,000 items, however the applicant would accept two $1,000 items if Guild funds were limited).  If partial funding is acceptable, please indicate the minimum dollar amount needed to fulfill part of the grant request.

· A Valparaiso University account number must be provided so funds may be transferred.  Checks will not be written to organizations outside of Valparaiso University.

· Proposals should not exceed three pages in length, one page being the grant proposal form. Applicants are welcome to attach specific supplemental information such as a price quote, budget or detailed description.

· If requesting funds for a program or event, the program or event must take place after the 2010 grants are awarded (October 2010) and before the end of the next calendar year (December 2011).
· Departments and/or student organizations may submit multiple proposals.

· Departments and/or student organizations may partner to submit proposals.

Other Information: 
· Applicants will be notified in October 2010 of the results.  Upon notification, grant funds will be transferred to the budget number given.

· Departments or programs receiving grants will be asked to report to the Guild with information on when and how the grant was used (for use in future Guild publications). Details regarding the impact of the grant would be appreciated. Pictures are also welcome and encouraged!

· Depending on the number of proposals received, the Guild committee reviewing the grants may prioritize requests by selecting grants that have never received Guild Campus Gift Grant funds over previously funded requests.
