Seminar:  Researching Current Issues in Foreign & International Law (Denslaw)

This seminar is a scholarly writing experience. The seminar research is based on each student’s selection (in consultation with the professor) of one or more topics on international law and/or foreign domestic laws and independent research. Students will be introduced to international and foreign domestic law and relevant research sources during the course. Regular participation is required in addition to the equivalent of 25 pages of written work. Students will present the results of their research in class. Seminar:  Natural Resources Law and Policy in the American West (Wehling)

Students will fulfill the third-year research and writing requirement through an introduction to the historical, legal, and policy development of the management of natural resources in the American West. The American West would be defined primarily by EPA Regions 8 and 9; areas also known as the Mountains and Plains and the Pacific Southwest, comprising 9 states and more than 130 tribal nations.  Through readings, discussions, and student papers, examine the competing interests in uses of land and water and the legal complexities in balancing commerce, conservation, and preservation. With a focus on federal land, explore the shifting American culture, values, economics, and politics that interact with federal statutes and western regional perspectives.

Seminar:  Researching Current Issues in Health Law (Probst)

This seminar is a scholarly writing experience. Students will be introduced to specific sources and strategies for researching health and medical issues that attorneys frequently encounter such as Medicare and Medicaid regulation, medical malpractice, worker’s compensation, and disability law, among others. Regular participation is required in addition to the equivalent of 25 pages of written work. Students will present the results of their research in class. Seminar:  U.S. Drug Laws:   1970-Present (Brown)

U.S. drug laws have a convoluted and controversial history. This seminar will explore the changing attitudes over the last forty-five years through legislation, research studies and popular culture. Race permeates what should be impartial legislation. The goal of the seminar is not only to give a history of the American drug laws but to give a critique of the impact of such laws. This seminar will review the U.S. drug laws from the perspective of before and after the war on drugs.  The goal of this seminar is not only to give a history of the American drug laws but to give a critique of the impact of such laws. Race will be used as the barometer to measure how neutral laws can have a disparate impact.
