CASE CONFERENCE PRESENTATION & WRITE-UP

NOTES: 

1. To protect anonymity, use a first name only, or change the name.  There may be some other details that you will need to leave out or change to be sure the client can not be identified.  You may want to consult with your instructor about this.

2. Create a 1 page outline (bullet points) of your presentation for the class, and bring enough copies to the presentation for everyone.

3. Create a more detailed document for yourself, from which you can present.  This can be in outline form, or narrative. Give a copy of this document to the instructor for your file.

Use the following headings for your write-up:

Describe your Agency/setting (( 5 minutes)

II. Background of client/presenting concerns 

Demographics, presenting issues, basic background and history

III. Case Conceptualization / Theoretical Orientation

What’s going on with this client?  How do you explain it?  How did they get into this dilemma?  How do you plan to get them out of it?  What strengths in the client do you plan to build on?

IV. Progression of Therapy

Number of sessions, themes, interpersonal style, changes made/outcomes, significant incidents (life events and/or therapeutic events), strengths, assessments

V. Therapist/Client Relationship Dynamics (Interface Issues)

“Transference”:  What are client’s assumptions about you?

“Countertransference”:  What are your reactions to the client and their concerns?

How do you interact with each other?

Feedback from the group
Stuck Points/Dilemmas

Therapy Successes
This is a time to show off your successes, and also to ask for assistance or new ideas.  In a good case conference, both the presenter and the audience learn a lot.
