Room Condition Report (RCR) 
When you checked in this year, a Resident Assistant 
went through your RCR with you to note the condition 
of your room at your time of move in. At the end of the 
year, if something from that report has changed (for 
example, a chair is missing, marks are left on the wall, 
and so on), our department assesses this and may charge 
you. To be proactive about this, we recommend the 
following: 

-          Do not remove any furniture from your 
rooms at any time! This is not only a policy but 
very important to help you avoid fines and fees 
at the end of the year. This includes putting 
furniture in lounges and hallways.  

-          Do not hang anything up with materials that 
would tear the paint off your wall. Some tapes 
and adhesives will do this.  

-          If you have a question about anything in 
your room or something was not recorded on 
your Room Condition Report, ask your RLC! 
Do not wait until after closing!
