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How to apply:

1. Consult with your academic advisor regarding the program of your choice and discuss how the course-work will
fit into your graduation plans.  Request your academic advisor to sign your application.

2. Submit the application, personal statement and supporting documents to the Office of International Programs. 

3. Upon submission, you will be asked to sign up for a 30-minute interview to discuss your application with the Director of Study Abroad Programs.

Valparaiso university policies for academic programs abroad

application process

In addition to completing the application form, the student needs to submit the following to the Office of International Programs:

· A recent, unofficial transcript from the Registrar’s office.  An official transcript is not required and will cost $5.00 from the Registrar’s office.
· A recent, passport-sized photograph (2x2 inches).
· A personal statement.
An in-person interview is required for all study abroad applicants.  Students will sign up for a 30 minute interview time-slot with the Director of Study Abroad Programs upon submission of a completed and signed application.  The interview allows the student to clarify any information on the application, confirm questions about the program and discuss his/her interest in the program.

application deadlines

Applications must be submitted before the deadline indicated on the program factsheet.  General application deadlines are October 1 for Spring Term and February 15 for Fall Term.  Early acceptance is encouraged for all programs and may be required for some programs.  

In some cases, the Office of International Programs may consider a late application for a VU-Administered Center only (Cambridge, England; Reutlingen, Germany; Hangzhou, China; or Puebla, Mexico) if the student can demonstrate that the program will fit into his/her academic program.  Please contact the Office of International Programs with any inquires for a late application.  

eligibility requirements

Students must meet the following criteria to be eligible for the programs:

· Have a minimum grade point average of 2.75 (on a 4-point scale) for VU-Administered Centers only (Cambridge, England; Reutlingen, Germany; or Hangzhou, China) at the time of application.  Have a minimum grade point average of 3.0 (on a 4-point scale) for all other VU-affiliated programs.  Students with lower averages should consult the Office of International Programs to discuss options for studying abroad.  

· Be in sophomore, junior or senior standing.

· Demonstrate an ability to adjust to new cultural and living conditions.

payment of fees and withdrawal/cancellation policy

The following fee schedule and cancellation/refund policy:

· A $50.00 non-refundable acceptance fee must be paid upon acceptance into the study abroad program, cash or check only.  

· A $22.00 payment for the International Student Identity Card (ISIC), cash or check only.
· Some VU-affiliated study abroad programs may request, upon admission, a non-refundable deposit towards the tuition fees and/or flight within a few weeks of admission into the program.  Please contact the Office of International Programs for any questions.

· Tuition and fees will be billed directly through Valparaiso University’s Student Accounts.  Before the start of each term, Valparaiso University will issue a pre-bill indicting the charges of the program.  

If the Office of International Programs receives cancellation (by telephone, email or letter) after October 1 (for Spring Term) or February 15 (for Fall Term) and before the first day of the program the student will receive a refund of any paid portion of the VU-Administered Center fee ($500-1200  for Cambridge, England; Reutlingen, Germany; Hangzhou, China or Puebla, Mexico), not including the non-refundable $50.00 acceptance fee or the non-refundable deposit for some VU-Affiliated Programs.

Valparaiso University’s tuition refund policy applies for any students withdrawing from the university.
student participation requirements

Upon acceptance into a study abroad program, the student must submit

· Copy of the front pages of his or her passport.

· Signed release of liability form required of all participants.

· $50.00 non-refundable acceptance fee (cash or check only, payable to Valparaiso University).

· Application for an International Student Identity Card (ISIC) and a check for $22.00 (payable to Valparaiso University), along with an additional photograph.  
· Student is responsible for having adequate medical coverage while abroad.
statement regarding program changes
